Alleluia, Christ is Risen! (He is risen indeed, alleluia!) We have this exchange in the Easter Season, and that’s where we’re used to it, but there’s another time we say this. It’s at the end of the burial service. This tells us why we care that Jesus rose from the dead – not just because it’s true and a miracle, but because He extends this action as a promise to us; as we sing, “Jesus is Risen and we shall arise, give God the glory, alleluia!” (LSB 474) and as St. Paul writes, “all who have been Baptized into Christ Jesus have been Baptized into His death… [so] we will certainly be united with Him in a resurrection like His.” (Romans 6:3, 5). This is it. This is the one thing that matters, the lynchpin of our entire faith. It's only right that we spend seven weeks celebrating it, and then every Sunday recalling it. 


For something a little more practical:  I would like to commend those who in Bible class wanted to argue for Judas. This, in some ways, is like Abraham pleading for Sodom. We can’t on our own change other people’s hearts, but I can tell that we have a heart like God, desiring that all come to saving faith in Christ. If this was you, I want to assure you that your heart is in the right place.  Hell itself is not something designed for us, but for the Devil and demons (Matthew 25:41). This is why it’s the Church’s mission to make more faithful Christians, that more people would be united to Christ’s death and resurrection. We’ll be in conversation about this over the next year or two, don’t worry.
