Dear St. Peter's,

I write this to you on the way home from the National Youth Gathering, reflecting on the theme, “Endure,” based on Hebrews 12:1-3: 

1 Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, we must get rid of every weight and the sin that clings so closely, and run with endurance the race set out for us, 2 keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of our faith. For the joy set out for him he endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand of the throne of God. 3 Think of him who endured such opposition against himself by sinners, so that you may not grow weary in your souls and give up.

As the theme statement goes, we endure in Jesus, we endure as a people (God's people), we endure to the end. 

First, we endure in Jesus, because He endured the cross. Why? For the joy set before him. There's two pieces here that we dare not separate. 1. We provided the cross and shame which He endured for our transgressions. 2. We are the joy which He endured hell for. 

Without 2, we are left desperately trying to atone for our actions that weren't only evil in themselves, but now killed the Lord of Life. This is always true of our sin, but it neglects the whole truth; That from outside of us, Jesus took such joy in us that He'd rather face the Cross and Hell than lose us to eternal death. We are His pride and joy. It is for our salvation that Jesus endured. And without our need for salvation in statement 1, statement 2 is meaningless. 

Second, We endure as a people, as God's people, together. 

The key to this is contentment - let me define what I mean by that: Lisa Schneck said on this trip, “God gives you what He thinks you should have,” and she's pretty well right on that. So for us, living as a congregation, contentment is accepting, even committing to the fact that we are each other's, given by God to each other for mutual service of the other, especially in delivering the grace and truth of God to each other. That means despite the failures of our fellow members, despite their shortcomings, desiring and working toward their good - most especially by removing the weight of sin from them by the power of the cross of Christ. 

As another presenter put it, it means “staying in the room,” for the sake of the other person. Bearing one another’s burdens, and walking with them through it, even when it’s their fault. Not only is this the right thing, the good thing to do, the Christ-like attitude to have, but if this is our character as a people, others will see it. That's my challenge, for you all, for myself. It's a habit that takes time, effort, intention and planning to build. Start, next time you're at church, to look around and say to yourself, “this person is my person, my brother, my sister.” “These people are my people.” “They need me. I need them.”

We're not just a bunch of people who happen to believe the same thing, but those who have been joined together into the Body of Christ, each members thereof, in need of each other. We desire each other's good, and to be a cohesive body of believers. 

With Christ, who is delivered to us by the Word of God spoken from our brothers and sisters, we will endure. 

If someone is out for themselves, if they want to remain in darkness, of course they'll tell you differently. Of course they'll tell you that “it's just between them and God” - because nothing makes someone who’s comfortable in their sin more frightened than accountability. Yet, nothing hurts a contrite sinner quite like isolation, being without help, feeling alone and like the worst of sinners. For these reasons, Satan wants us separated, isolated, alone, but under the guise of freedom and independence. 

But with Christ, with each other, patiently bearing one another's burdens and laying them on Christ, we endure to the end. We endure every difficulty, every attack, because, as a song we sang this week goes, we pray to Jesus in truth “We're fighting a battle that you've already won.” Be your brother’s keeper, as Christ has done for you.
