Dear St. Peter’s,


As we come off the celebration of 170 years, we’re led to wonder about the future. Perhaps it’s with wonder and excitement, or maybe it’s with fear and worry – most likely a mix of both. As God’s people, we should be confident that, whatever the future holds, so long as we are God’s people, it is all for our good. (Romans 8:28) – in fact, if you checked that reference, just go ahead and get the rest of Romans 8, it’s good news that we need.

 One thing I won’t say is, “don’t worry, everything will always be fine for you, no matter what!” What’s already been said is true, that God is doing everything for the good of those who love Him, those whom He has called. Unfortunately, for some, the heart strays, and people have come to no longer fit in that category. But don’t take that as license to worry. Instead, take it as encouragement to double down on the truth in God’s Word, because the commitment our forefathers had to the Scriptures and to Christ is why God has graciously kept us here and active this long. He shows love to thousands of generations of those who love Him and keep His commandments.(Exodus 20:6) Here, I would encourage you to read Jeremiah chapter 28; In it, God was sending Babylon to punish Judah for their constant idolatry and unfaithfulness, despite the fact that they considered themselves to be “God’s people.” Hananiah the false prophet was telling Judah that their problems would all be over soon, that God wouldn’t dare let any trouble come their way. That was a lie. And for that lie, he died. Jeremiah, in contrast, called Judah towards faithfulness to God, all the way to the bitter end. We’ve got to tell the truth, and not be coddled with comfortable lies. The truth will set us free. 


We see this truth in Genesis 4, where God tells Cain, “You will be accepted if you do what is right. But if you refuse to do what is right, then watch out! Sin is crouching at the door, eager to control you. But you must subdue it and be its master.” For us then, a committed obedience to God’s Word is the way forward. Why? Because that’s what’s good, and turning aside from it is turning towards evil. This turning away from evil and towards good is what it means to repent, as Jesus calls us, “The kingdom of God is near! Repent, and believe the Gospel!” (Mark 1:15) The Kingdom of God means that He rules over us. When we pray “Thy kingdom come,” we ask God to rule over us, and so proclaim His Word, His Law, to be the one we need to follow. 


Christians, Christ is king. His kingdom is not of this world, and so neither should we be. Flee from the world, and live under the reign of Jesus. Take as many with you as you can, your family, your friends, anyone who would come and live as a refugee in the kingdom of God is better off there. This kingdom is eternal. You want St. Peter’s to last? Live under His kingdom, keep His rule, join Jesus on His mission. Even more than Uncle Sam, He wants YOU!
